Description Staff must mail out military and overseas (UOCAVA) vote by mail ballots between 60 and 45

days before an election. Less than 45 days before an election, the UOCAVA and other vote by
mail ballots are mailed daily. Prior to the data being exported for the mailing list, the vote by
mail voters need to be identified and assigned to a specific election.

Precondition

Staff has appropriate user access rights to the system to export data
Completion of absentee voters identified and transferred for an election

ExpectedResult

Staff provides their vendor with necessary files for mailing
Absentee voters’ signatures are exported for signature verification
