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STATUS REPORT: NOVEMBER 3, 2009 CONSOLIDATED ELECTIONS  
 

 Following is a pre-election status report provided to inform the Board and the public of 
our progress in preparing for the November 3, 2009 Consolidated Elections. The 
information and data are provided to help further the County’s goal of “service 
excellence”. In addition, the report is part of the Department’s ongoing commitment to 
conduct open and transparent elections for the citizens of Los Angeles County.   
 
The November 3, 2009 Consolidated Elections will decide contests for 102 active local 
and special districts, from City Council and School Board contests, to local Water 
Boards, including nearly two dozen local ballot measures.   More than 1.5 million 
registered voters are eligible to participate in the election.   The contents of this report 
provide you brief summary of our preparations.  The enclosed “Media Kit” provides 
more specific information about the conduct of the election and relevant statistics.

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Status Update 
 
1. Special Updates  
 
Election Simulation:  
I am pleased to report that on Saturday, October 31, 2009 the Registrar-
Recorder/County Clerk (RR/CC) executed a successful simulation of ballot inspection 
and election tally operations in preparation for the November 3, 2009 Consolidated 
Elections. Prior to every countywide election the Department conducts an election 
simulation to run through final Election Night procedures.

Initial results will be posted shortly after polls close. Results will be updated on an 
ongoing basis as ballots are delivered and processed. To track the status of ballots 
being delivered the RR/CC website offers an online “red-box” tracking system that 
allows the user to track the precincts that have arrived for processing and those still in 
transit (visit: www.lavote.net ). On average, election results are updated on the hour.

NEWS COVERAGE, ELECTION RESULTS, AND PRESS BULLETINS 
 
The election night news center is located in the Registrar-Recorder/County Clerk’s Headquarters.  
Department staff will be on hand to assist in news coverage.  The first press bulletin with initial 
absentee ballot results will be issued about 8:30 p.m. As precinct ballots arrive during the evening, 
updated cumulative results will be available and posted on the RR/CC’s Internet website. 
 
California state law allows 28 days for the conduct of the official canvass of final election results.  
All ballots cannot be counted on election night.  Election night results are always unofficial.  
Additional ballots are counted in the days/weeks following the election including: 1) absentee 
ballots received through the mail or dropped off at the polls on Election Day.  These ballots must 
be individually signature-verified and then opened prior to tabulation; 2) provisional ballots cast at 
the voting precincts on Election Day by persons whose eligibility to vote cannot immediately be 
verified.  The ballots must be individually researched to determine eligibility; 3) damaged ballots 
that are unable to be processed through the election tally equipment and must be manually 
duplicated prior to tabulation; and 4) ballots containing write-in votes which must be individually 
reviewed to determine if the write-in vote is for a qualified/unqualified write-in candidate.  As a 
result, close contests may not be determined until the official canvass is completed and certified 
election results are released.  (For additional information regarding the official canvass, see page 
7).

On Wednesday afternoon, November 4, the Election Information Section will have intercounty 
election results for portions of districts which are outside Los Angeles County.

KEY SERVICES
 
INKAVOTE PLUS IS HERE TO PROTECT YOUR VOTE! 
 
The InkaVote Plus voting equipment is an enhancement to the InkaVote optical scan paper-based 
voting system used in Los Angeles County since November 2003.  Introduced in 2006, the Plus 
includes two key features at every voting location:  a ballot reader and an audio ballot booth.   
 
After voting the InkaVote ballot using the ink marker provided, each voter inserts his/her ballot into 
the InkaVote Plus reader.  The reader checks the ballot for inadvertent errors.  The reader alerts 
any voter who makes more selections in a contest than allowed – i.e. an “overvote” - or who 
mistakenly fails to ink the ballot at all – i.e. a blank ballot.  Pollworkers will advise any voter who 
has overvoted or submitted a blank ballot of the opportunity to make a correction before casting 
his/her ballot (InkaVote Plus gives voters a second chance to ensure their votes are cast as 
intended).  If no such errors were made, the voted ballot is accepted by the reader and 
automatically drops into a secure ballot box.    
 
The second component is an audio ballot booth.  This equipment is available in each precinct to 
assist voters who are blind or have specific needs to enable private and independent voting using 
an audio headset to create a paper InkaVote ballot.  Audio voting may also be popular with voters 
whose primary language is other than English.  The audio ballot is available in Chinese, 
Japanese, Korean, Spanish, Tagalog/Filipino and Vietnamese.  The second chance voting feature 
provided by the ballot reader, together with the audio ballot booth, assures Los Angeles County is 
compliant with the Help America Vote Act and the Voting Rights Act.

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SAMPLE BALLOT VIEWING CHOICES 
 

Voters may now choose to view or download their full sample ballot for the November 3, 2009 
Consolidated Elections from our website, www.lavote.net.  The website feature includes official ballot 
pages (also available in Chinese, Japanese, Korean, Spanish, Tagalog/Filipino and Vietnamese), 
candidate statements, ballot measures, analysis and arguments for or against, as applicable to the 
voter’s ballot.  There are 210 different ballot groups for this election with different local contests 
depending on the voter’s districts.  Sample ballots may be viewed by selecting “View Sample Ballot” 
from the Online Services menu on the Department’s website. 
 
 
“BALLOT EXPRESS” WILL-CALL SERVICE FOR VOTE BY MAIL BALLOT PICK-UP 
 
Since the 2004 General Election, the Registrar has offered a convenient service entitled Ballot 
Express, a “will-call” service for vote by mail voters.  Traditionally, thousands of voters walk into our 
Norwalk office to apply for and pick up a vote by mail ballot.  The volume is especially high during the 
week prior to a major election, which previously resulted in voters waiting for up to 30 minutes for 
service.  The Ballot Express service allows voters to call (562) 466-1323 in advance and arrange to 
have a vote by mail ballot ready when they arrive at the office.  Any registered voter is eligible to use 
the Ballot Express service. 
 
 
MULTILINGUAL VOTER SERVICES 
In accordance with federal law and in a continuous effort to assist voters whose primary language is 
other than English, the Registrar-Recorder/County Clerk provides voter registration information, 
election materials and oral assistance in six languages other than English (Chinese, Japanese, 
Korean, Spanish, Tagalog and Vietnamese). Voters who request election materials in one of these 
languages will be mailed a translated sample ballot for all Los Angeles County conducted elections. 
 
Additionally, the RR/CC website provides online election information for voters in Spanish, Chinese, 
Japanese, Korean, Vietnamese and Tagalog/Filipino, in addition to English.  Voters may view a 
sample ballot and other election materials in any of these six languages by visiting our website at 
www.lavote.net.  For additional information on multilingual services or to request multilingual 
materials prior to an election visit our website or call our Multilingual Assistance Hotline at (800) 481-
8683. 
 
DEPUTY REGISTRAR TRAINING PROGRAM 
The Los Angeles Registrar-Recorder/County Clerk has a Deputy Voter Registrar Training program for 
those organizations and individuals involved in registering voters and conducting petition drives. 
Topics will includes proper methods and techniques for registering voters, assisting electors with the 
completion of voter registration forms, and important California Election Codes related to registration 
requirements.   Participants will receive a copy of “The Guide To Registering Voters” and a Deputy 
Registrar of Voters Certificate upon the successful completion of the hour and a half training program.

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POLL LOCATION AVAILABLE BY AUTOMATED PHONE 
Determining poll locations for voters calling us prior to and on Election Day is facilitated through two 
Interactive Voice Response (IVR) servers containing 192 lines, as well as a live phone bank with 
more than 100 operators.  When calling 1-800-815-2666, each caller is prompted to enter his/her zip 
code, the digits corresponding to the voter’s house number and numeric birth date.  The IVRs will 
instantly interact with the voter registration database seeking a match for this data. When the polling 
location is found, the system will automatically read the location to the voter.  This phone system 
allows up to 192 callers to call in at the same time, 24 hours a day available through Election Day.  
Operators are also available to assist callers who want to speak with a “live” operator. 
 
 
VOTERS WITH DISABILITIES 
What is our goal? 100% participation of eligible voters in all elections, 100% polling place 
accessibility, and options for all voters who seek independent voting. In compliance with federal law 
and state law, we provide services to voters with disabilities including: 

• InkaVote Plus audio ballot booth at every polling place 
• Accessible polling places wherever possible (Currently, 98% of polls are accessible) 
• Wheelchair accessible voting booths 
• Large type voting instructions and magnifying devices at polling places 
• Audio cassette tapes with state and county ballot measures 
• Vote by mail and permanent vote by mail voting options 
• Pollworker assistance at any step 

 
What does the law say?  Four federal laws are of special importance to voters with disabilities 
and the elderly: 

• Voting Rights Act of 1965 – Any voter requiring assistance may receive it from a person of the 
voter’s choice, other than the voter’s employer or agent of that employer or officer or agent of 
the voter’s union. 

• Voting Accessibility for the Elderly and Handicapped Act, 1984 – Promotes the fundamental 
right to vote by requiring “access for elderly and handicapped individuals to registration 
facilities and polling places in federal elections.” 

• Americans with Disabilities Act of 1990 (ADA) – Requires public entities to provide auxiliary 
aids and services where necessary to afford an individual with a disability an equal 
opportunity to participate in, and enjoy, the benefits of service, program or activity conducted 
by a public entity. 

• Help America Vote Act of 2002 (HAVA) – At least one direct recording electronic voting 
system or other voting system available at each polling location to enable individuals with 
disabilities including blind voters to vote independently.   

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 



 
SPEED OF BALLOT COUNTING ELECTION NIGHT – HISTORICAL TRENDS 
 
 
DO NOT EXPECT very many ballots to be counted before 11:00 p.m.  Results of early vote by mail 
ballots will be available by 8:30 p.m.; however, most precinct ballots do not begin to arrive at the 
Tally Center in Norwalk until 10:30 - 11:00 p.m.  Upon arrival, there are many check-in steps prior to 
tabulation. 
 
Los Angeles County tabulates the vote using a central count system. There is no tabulation at the 
voting locations.   
 
Historically for consolidated elections, approximately 90% of the ballots are counted by midnight on 
election night.  The following chart provides statistical information on the speed of ballot tabulation.  
We realize that media deadlines are often prior to midnight; however, we cannot count ballots until 
they physically arrive in Norwalk.

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FINALIZING THE OFFICIAL VOTE TALLY (CANVASS) 
 
INCOMPLETE BALLOT COUNTING ON ELECTION NIGHT 
 
Campaigns and political parties are frequently surprised on the day after a major election when they 
learn that there are several hundred thousand ballots countywide remaining to be counted.  
Statewide, typically 20% of ballots cast are not yet included in the election night tally. This section 
explains the logistics of election night counting and follow-up ballot tabulation that occurs in the 
days/weeks following the election.  State law requires each election jurisdiction to complete an 
official audit called a “canvass” during the 28 days after the election.  When the canvass is 
completed, the Secretary of State certifies the results. 
 
There are three categories of ballots which cannot be processed on Election Night: 
 

• Vote by Mail ballots (those turned in at voting locations and those received 
by mail just before or on Election Day) 

• Provisional ballots voted at the polls 
• Write-in ballots 

 
NOTE:   All valid ballots in the above categories are counted prior to official certification of the results. 
 
 
VOTE BY MAIL BALLOTS TURNED IN AT POLLING LOCATIONS 
 
Many vote by mail voters wait until the last minute to make their voting choices and then drop off 
their ballots at a polling place or at RR/CC headquarters on Election Day.  We receive these ballots 
very late on election night. All vote by mail ballots must be pre-processed before they are counted.  
We must verify every vote by mail voter’s signature prior to opening the vote by mail ballot 
envelopes to remove the ballots in preparation for counting. 
 
 
PROVISIONAL BALLOTS 
 
Provisional ballots are issued at the polls when a voter’s name is not listed in the poll roster, or 
when our records indicate the voter was already sent a vote by mail ballot.  Provisional ballots are 
sealed in special envelopes at the polls and must be individually researched and verified at the 
Registrar-Recorder/County Clerk’s Office before ballots are counted or rejected in accordance with 
election laws.  Once a provisional voter’s eligibility to vote is verified, the ballot is counted. 
 
 
WRITE-IN BALLOTS 
 
When a voter chooses to vote for a write-in candidate whose name is not printed on the ballot, that 
ballot cannot be counted on election night.  Each ballot containing a write-in vote must be individually 
reviewed to determine whether or not the write-in vote is for a qualified write-in candidate and whether 
or not the voter overvoted (i.e. voted for a candidate on the ballot and also voted for a write-in 
candidate for the same office).  When an overvote occurs, neither vote can be counted, although the 
rest of the ballot selections will be counted.  Due to the individual scrutiny involved, no portion of any 
ballot containing a write-in vote is counted on election night.  (Vote tallies for write-in candidates 
are not available until the conclusion of the official canvass because each ballot containing a 
write-in vote must be set aside for manual review.) 
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SUMMARY 
 
Supplemental ballot counting of vote by mail, provisional and write-in ballots occurs in sequential 
order after the election but before certification of official results (i.e. all Vote by Mail ballots must be 
verified and cleared prior to verifying provisional ballots in order to ensure there are no duplicates 
among these categories).  These ballots are not segregated by district prior to counting.  Therefore, 
the number of outstanding ballots for any specific electoral district is unknown until the voting system 
tallies these ballots.   
 
California law requires election authorities to complete and certify results within 28 days.  This 
provision of the law recognizes the complexity of completing the ballot count and conducting a 
thorough audit of the election results to ensure accuracy.  Part of the canvass process is a legally 
required manual tally of the votes cast for all candidates and measures on the ballots in 1% of the 
1,287 voting precincts.  This manual process verifies the accuracy of the computer count. 
 
Supplemental ballot counting takes place at 2 p.m. every Friday and Tuesday throughout the canvass 
period.  Therefore, the first supplemental count will be held on Friday, November 6 at 2:00 p.m. We 
anticipate the majority of the outstanding vote by mail ballots will be included by the Tuesday, 
November 10 update.  However, due to the extra research required to validate provisional ballots, 
these ballots are usually the last to be tallied prior to the completion of the official canvass (which 
must be completed by November 23, 2009). 
 
Candidates and the public are invited to observe supplemental ballot counting and the manual tally of 
ballots from the randomly selected 1% of the voting precincts.  After election night, the schedule of 
supplemental ballot counting will also be posted on the entrance door of our office in Norwalk and on 
our website www.lavote.net. 
 
We realize it is difficult for candidates/campaigns involved in close contests to wait and know the 
results of the election.  The legally mandated processes described above are utilized to ensure that 
every vote is counted and included in the official final election returns.

Q 
WHAT IS A PROVISIONAL BALLOT AND WHY DO THEY TAKE SO LONG TO 
PROCESS AFTER EACH ELECTION? 
 
Provisional ballots are provided at voting locations to those voters whose names are 
not listed on the precinct roster.  Often the voter has moved without informing the 
Registrar’s Office.  Sometimes the voter’s registration was canceled in error. Often the 

voter is at the wrong polling place.  Another case of provisional voting is when the voter has an 
“AV” marked in the precinct’s roster designating that a vote by mail ballot was already issued 
for that voter.  However, the voter claims he/she never requested or received a vote by mail 
ballot, or states that he/she did not vote the vote by mail ballot and does not have the vote by 
mail ballot to surrender.

Provisional ballots are not opened or counted until the registration information is researched by 
the Registrar’s Office and the voter is determined to be eligible to vote. This research occurs 
during the days immediately following election day as part of the official canvass.  Eligible 
ballots are added to the count during the canvass period.  The law allows 28 days to complete 
the official tally of the vote (Canvass). Approximately 271,074 provisional ballots were cast in 
Los Angeles County for the November 2008 Presidential Election. 

 
 

Q WHY ARE THE PHONES SO BUSY AT THE REGISTRAR’S OFFICE ON 
ELECTION DAY?  
 
On Presidential Election Day, November 1996, the phone company reported that up 
to 10,000 calls per hour were flooding our phone system.  While it is not possible to 
have sufficient staff to respond to such call volume, an Interactive Voice Response 

(IVR) system was installed and proved to double our call response capability.

The vast majority of callers ask “Where do I go to vote?”  Listed below are the responses the 
caller will hear when calling the designated toll-free number (800) 815-2666:    

 
• While callers are on hold awaiting connection with the IVR or a “live” operator, voice messages 

inform them alternate sources to obtain information on polling place look up including the back 
page of the voter’s sample ballot booklet, our Internet website address, City Clerk’s offices, 
County libraries and political party headquarters. 

 
• For major elections we provide lists of polling place locations to the 88 city clerks in Los 

Angeles County, many of whom also have Internet access.  Additionally, over 90 County 
libraries have Internet access and, along with the political parties and dozens of public and 
private organizations, partner with our office to assist the voting public.  The cooperation of 
these offices and organizations has been outstanding.

Q WHY HAS MY VOTING LOCATION CHANGED? 
 
 

A 
Every voter’s polling place address is printed on the back cover of the sample ballot 
booklet he/she received in the mail prior to the election.  Reasons for changes in 
polling place locations from previous elections include: 

 
• In 2001, AB 280, Chapter 904 was enacted to revise the maximum number of voters in a 

precinct from 1,000 to 1,250 in counties with a population of 1,000,000 or more.  This law had a 
sunset date of January 1, 2005 which meant that as of that date the law was repealed and the 
provisions allowing the increase to 1,250 would only be operative until that time.    Effective on 
that same date, January 1, 2005, AB280 also reinstated the original 1,000 maximum number of 
voters in a precinct.  This change in law reducing the maximum precinct size from 1,250 to 
1,000 resulted in creating a requirement for an additional 430 precincts beginning with the June 
2006 Primary Election. 

 
• Precinct boundary changes are required due to increased registration or consolidation of 

precincts. 
 
• Polling place locations are not permanent, and are subject to availability of the public building, 

church, private residence, etc. for each election. 
 
• A polling place across the street is not necessarily in the voting precinct for all residents of an 

area because the precinct boundary line may be established in the middle of the street due to 
bisecting district lines (i.e. a water district bisecting a precinct). 

 
 
 

ARE THERE ANY SAFEGUARDS IN THE VOTE TALLY SYSTEM TO GUARD 
AGAINST FRAUD? Q 
 

 
As required by law, the Department’s computer tally software has been certified by 
the Secretary of State’s Office.

• The Department is required by law to conduct computer Logic and Accuracy tests before, 
during, and after vote tallying on election night.  Additionally, a copy of the vote count program 
is on file with the Secretary of State’s Office. 
 

 All voted ballots from a randomly selected 1% of the 1,287 precincts are manually tallied and 
 balanced against the computer counts to verify the accuracy of the election tally system 
 during the Official Canvass period which takes place after election day, but before results are 
 officially certified.
